For years I have used a GPS navigation app to go places, even when I know 
the route I am taking.  In addition to driving directions, it gives me traffic 
reports on my route—accidents in my direction, vehicles on shoulder, 
potholes, construction spots, closed or flooded roads and good detours, etc.  
 
But lately, this app has randomly stopped working or told me to go in a 
completely different direction on very familiar routes, sometimes even 
telling me to make a turn where there is no road! The other day it decided it 
didn’t know me anymore, and now has no record of anything about me. 
Even though I have been using this app for years, it has erased all memory 
of me.   
 
As followers of Christ we have our own built-in navigation system, a very 
perfect system, through the Holy Spirit.  He teaches, convicts, gives 
wisdom, and guides us into all truth. This was all part of God’s perfect plan 
for Christians.  Unlike my malfunctioning app, the God who created us does 
not make mistakes.  When we follow His direction, we can trust Him when 
He tells us to go in an unfamiliar direction or warns us of the potholes and 
traps of sin.  Even when He seems silent, He’s not.  He hasn’t forgotten us.  
He hasn’t erased us from His memory.  
 
In these trying times of uncertainty and unrest, take time to turn off the news 
and social media.  Be still and know that God is God (Psalm 46:10).   Trust 
Him with all your heart and don’t depend on your own understanding. Seek 
His will in all you do, and He will show you the right path to take (Proverbs 
3:5,6).  Cry out to Him, for He will fulfill His purpose for you (Psalm 57:2). 
 
Give thanks to Him for being the perfect God!  As we move forward in our 
church, give thanks for what He is doing in our midst.  I know I’m thankful 
the choir will be starting back up.
