Vacation Bible School is here! Starting Monday June 21st through Friday June 25th our church 
campus will be alive with activity and excitement. We are anticipating that the Lord will do a great 
work in and through our church family. As your pastor, I want to say thank you for the work that 
has gone into making this week an incredible outreach opportunity. We have more than 50 
volunteers who will come together to serve next week.  
 

While much of the preparation is completed, there is still one essential task that we should be 
about today, each day of VBS, and ever after. We as a church should thoroughly soak VBS in 
prayer. Remember If we are a prayerless church, we are a powerless church. Each day would 
you pause for a time to pray for our Vacation Bible School? Pray the different elements of the 
night:  
 

• Registration – Pray that the moment a family pulls on our campus they would feel welcomed 
and feel the love of Christ through those who greet them.  

• Opening and Closing Ceremonies – Pray that each night as the children and adults meet 
together that the children would be excited about what they learned. Pray that these times 
would prepare and solidify the lessons they learned that night. 

• Bible Teachers – Pray for the teachers who will open God’s Word each night. Pray for 
attentive hearts and open ears. Pray that the Word would be taught faithfully, and the gospel 
would be clear each night.  

• Music and Sound  – Pray that the children would learn the truths of God in a memorable 
way through music. Pray for those who will be leading in this time and running the sound.  

• Crafts – Pray for the time where the lesson of God’s Word will be further explained 
creatively. Pray for those who will be patiently working with the children as they make their 
crafts.  

• Recreation  – Pray for the safety of the children and workers as they do outside activities. 
This isn’t just a time to play, but a time to build relationships with the children.  

• Snacks – Pray for those preparing and serving the snacks each night. Pray that this will 
refresh the children so they can be attentive to the teaching each night. 

• Safety/First Aid – Pray for those who will keep our campus safe and to care for a child who 
is injured or sick. Pray that as they care for the children, they will feel the love of Christ. 

• Guides – Pray for the adults who will take the kids from place to place. Often these will be 
the one who field the most questions and have gospel conversations.  
 

Above all – pray that the gospel would go forward clearly and that lives would be changed. Pray 
that through VBS, entire families would come to know Jesus as their Lord and savior.
