York City. It was such a blessing to hear their stories and how God is using them to
reach people for Jesus in NYC. As | talked to each of them, | was reminded that God
is at work all over the world. The best part is God lets us be a part! One of our
motivations to do missions is to simply be a part of God’s mission to reach the
nations with the gospel of Jesus Christ.

In December, our church will be sending a team of 14 to serve in a city-wide outreach
called Coats For The City. We will be helping to distribute thousands of coats and
other winter clothes alongside several other churches from SC, NC, and NYC. As we
distribute the items, we will also help the local church we are working with share the
love of Christ. While we are there, we will be meeting with these church planters |
talked to this week. Our prayer is that God would lead us to mission partner(s) in
NYC.

You may wonder, what is a mission partner? A mission partner is a church that we
would develop a long-term relationship with in order to see God work over a period of
time. Mission partners have three main components:

o Prayer — We as a church would commit to praying for our mission partner.
We would pray for them in our small groups, services, and more.

o Participate — We as a church would want to be a part of what God is doing
on the ground there. We would like to send one or more mission teams a
year to serve with our partner.

e Provide — Many of the church plants that we work with are not financially
independent. Therefore, as a church we would try to bless them financially if
we are able.

Mission partnerships may include just one or all of these components. Our simple
intention is to find areas that God is working and simply be a part. Our prayer is to go
to places where God is at work already and will continue to be after we leave. We
would just simply be a small part in what is happening in NYC.
